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Celebration in California 

 
 

On Thursday, May 15, the California Supreme Court struck 

down the stateôs ban on same-sex marriage. The 4-3 ruling 

declared that the state Constitution protects a fundamental 

ñright to marryò that extends to same-sex couples as well as 

opposite-sex couples.  
 

The court's ruling invoked the phrase ñrespect and dignityò 

and framed the marriage question as one that deeply 

affected not just couples but also their children. California 

has more than 100,000 households headed by gay couples, 

about a quarter with children, according to 2000 census 

data. 
 

The court agreed with many gay Californians who said that 

the stateôs broadly worded domestic partnership law 

provided only a second-class substitute for marriage. 
 

Assigning a different name, such as ñdomestic partnership,ò 

to the ñofficial family relationshipò of same-sex couples 

imposes ñappreciable harmò both on the couples and their 

children, the court said. 
 

The courtôs ruling took effect on Monday, June 16. Veteran 

lesbian activists Del Martin, 87, and Phyllis Lyon, 83, were 

the first same-sex couple to legally marry in San Francisco. 

The couple, who have been together 55 years, were married 

at City Hall by Mayor Gavin Newsom.

California same-sex marriages differ from those performed 

in Massachusetts because they are open to couples from 

anywhere.  Massachusetts requires the couples to be 

residents of the state.  Therefore, couples from all over the 

 

country will travel to California to get married. 

Eventually, many of the couples who get married in 

California will be living in all the other states, and they 

will be petitioning their state governments to recognize 

their marriages. 
 

It is unclear at this time just how broad an impact the 

California decision and the resulting marriages will have 

on marriage law in other states and at the federal level.

Future California Marriages in Jeopardy 
 

California opponents to same-sex marriage have taken 

the first steps in their effort to overturn the legality of 

these marriages. They submitted the required number of 

petition signatures to have a state Constitutional 

amendment placed on the November ballot.   
 

They were unsuccessful in their bid to have the courts 

place a hold on marriages until after the election so the 

marriages will continue until the election outcome is 

determined on November 4. The proposed Constitutional 

amendment, called the California Marriage Protection 

Act states, ñOnly marriage between a man and a woman 

is valid or recognized in California.ò  
 

Proponents of same-sex marriage have launched an 

extensive campaign to defeat the amendment. They 

know the pro-amendment side will be organized and 

well-funded so they are asking marriage supporters 

nationwide to help in the following ways: 

     Contact friends and family in California, explain to  

        them why the amendment should fail, and urge  

        them to vote ñNo.ò

She then became a 

Resident Advisor which prepared her for counseling 

young adults. Jill joined About Face Theatre's new 

Youth Theatre and was a part of their first production 

First Breath. About Face Theatre is Chicago's most 

respected GLBT theater company. Until she moved to 

Ohio, Jill worked with About Face's Youth Theatre and 

Outreach Program, where she and other young adult 

actors performed the stories of GLBT youth. 
 

In 2001, Jill met Chris, a boy from Ohio. They married 

in May 2003 and later moved to Kettering. Jill earned an 

M.A. in Teaching and Learning from Ohio State while 

Chris worked at his father's business, Kettering Bike 

Shop. Jill teaches English at Miami Valley Career 

Technology Center. Since MVCTC does not have after 

school activities, her goal of advising a Gay Straight 

Alliance was put on hold. Instead, she sought out 

YouthQuest and has been an advisor for two years. Jill 

attended some PFLAG meetings, loved the people she 

met, and soon joined. She danced in the first "When the 

Stars Come Out" and will be dancing again this year.  
 

Jill and Chris live in Patterson Park in Dayton with their 

3 cats, Ziba, Luke, and Leia, (yes, Jill is a Star Wars 

fan!) and they will be adding a new baby to their family
